MUNJOY HILL NEIGHBORHOOD ORGANIZATION

By-Laws
Article 1

1. NAME: The name of the organization shall be the “Munjoy Hill

Neighborhood Organization,” here and in after referred to as the
“organization.”

2. PURPOSES: The organization is established to encourage the
conservation and improvement of the Munjoy Hill neighborhood and to
further any of the purposes listed in its Articles of Incorporation.

Article I

1. ELIGIBILITY: All individuals who are sixteen years or older are
eligible to become voting members of the Organization. Corporations
may become members and will have one vote.

2. REGISTRATION-DUES: A person who is eligible to become a
voting or an associate member of the Organization may become a
member by paying the annual dues to the Treasurer according to the
following schedule: Family membership (membership for all family
members over sixteen living in the same household)- $10.00;
Individual- $5.00; Low Income Family- $6.00; Low Income Individual,
Elderly, Student- $3.00. (Low Income is anyone who is receiving
some form of federal assistance.) Business,/organization- $25.00.
Dues may be waived by vote of the President, Vice-president and
treasurer in cases of economic hardships. Memberships run 365 days
after dues are received. Membership cards shall be issued to each
member. The annual dues schedule may be changed after January 1,

1981 by an affirmative vote of 2,/3 of the Board of Directors (hereafter
the “Board”).

Upon registration, a business member, through its president, the
owner, or other duly authorized individual, shall give the Treasurer the
name of the individual who may cast the vote for the business. This
designation may be changed from time to time by written notification
of the president, owner, or duly authorized individual to the Treasurer.

3. RIGHTS OF MEMBERS
A. voting




1. Each voting member of the Organization in good
standing shall be entitled to cast one vote in the election of the
directors of the Organization.

2. At every meeting of the Organization, each voting
member in good standing shall be entitled to vote in person on any
action called to the floor.

3. Each voting member may amend the by-laws
pursuant to Article V.

4. Voting members may dissolve the Organization
when called for by 2/3 of the voting membership.

B. Members of the Organization, whether voting or associate,
may:

1. Attend and participate in any meeting of the Board
and of its subcommiittees and any other meeting which may be
authorized under these by-laws.

2. Sit on committees of the Organization.

3. Call a meeting of the Board when 2/3 of the
membership calls for such a meeting.

4. Inspect any records of the Organization.
5. Exercise all other rights conferred by these by-laws.
6. Serve as a director of the Organization when duly

elected by the membership.

5. RESIGNATION: Any member who wishes to resign from the

Organization may indicate in writing that his or her name be removed
from the registration.

6. QUARTERLY AND ANNUAL MEETINGS: The membership of the
organization shall meet at least quarterly, normally during the months
of January, April, July, and October. The annual meeting shall take
place in June to allow incoming officers to start in July, the beginning
of the fiscal year of the organization. This meeting will take the place
of the July quarterly meeting. At the annual meeting, the membership
shall elect persons to serve on the Board as hereinafter provided.
